ITABASHI HOSTS
J.K.A. FESTIVAL

The Japan Kite Aggoc
iation usuanlly festivals
at Mt. Fuji or Cape Fut-
su, But July, 1985, the
Tokyo suburb of Itabaahi
was host., J.K.A. member
Inoue raised a budget of
about 280,000, plus a
host of volunteers.

Named CHILDREN'S INT-
ERNATIONAL FRIENDSHIP
KITE FESTIVAL, students
came from schools of the
Tokyo metropolitan area,
including Nishi's kites
gtudents from the U.S.
Armed Services schools.
The Itabasgh! Lion's Chib
hosted n large group of
handicapped kids, mostly
cerebral palsy victims.
Some 400 adult kiters
came from all over Jap-
an for the 2-day affair.

A banquet for 400 and
accomodntions at a big
regort hotel were paid
for by the city. Futons
were ppread dormitory-
style in larger rooms.
I was billeted with &
Koreans and the ladies
in our group bunked to-
gether., Smaller rooms
held other forelgn vis-
itors. At the banquet,
the chapters of the JKA
each sang songs ag did
other forelgn groups.
We sang “Turkey In The
Straw" and other old
favorites.

Rather than hav inf a
complimentary tradition-
al Japanese broakfast of
fish and rice Sunday mx-
ning, some of us break-
fasted around the corm
at McDonald's. We were
then bussed to a long
riverside park, the kite
glite.

organized: No-wind activities took over as
scheduled. Foot races were run, large in-
flated balls pushed around by mobs of kids,
the Japanese equivalent of "pennieas in the
haystack” were hunted and a few other ac-
tivities capably supervised by volunteer
school teachers and by parents,

At one side of the field the J.K.A. mem-
vers put up thelr kites, traditional de-
signas from all over Japan:t A huge O-Dako
from Shirone, big Edo-Dakos with hummers,
elaborate dragon kites. But parafoils,
trains and other modern kites were much
in evidence also. The Korean fighters,
Nagasaki Hata fighters, and other control-
able kites were relegated to one corner to
keap them from cutting down the larger and
more elaborate and delicate kites.

On the other side of the fleld, J.K.A.
members and Itabashi volunteers, teachers
and parents from the local equivalent of
the P.T.A. and Lion's Club members helped
children fly their kites, One of the most
active was B5-year-old Katsuhisa Ota.
